MESSAGE

As in the past years, Vigilance Awareness Week is being observed this year
also. This year Vigilance Awareness Week would be observed from 12" November
to 16" November 2007.

2. With the advancement of technology, novel methods of corrupt practices are
being devised and it has been the Commission’s experience that such practices can
be countered only through increased transparency and by making systemic
improvements to prevent the possibility of manipulation. The Commission on its part
has been making every conceivable effort to ensure efficient vigilance administration
by leveraging of technology and through increasing transparency by way of making
effective use of information technology in the functioning of the Govt. organizations.
However, to fight the menace of corruption collective and concentrated efforts are
required in which the common man, who is an ultimate victim and a beneficiary is an
important partner. An evil like corruption can be eliminated only when the common
man is empowered to become fully aware of his rights, feels the need and has the
urge to stand up against corrupt public servants. The Right to Information Act, if
used to the optimum and in a judicious manner, has the potential for such
empowerment.

3. The Central Vigilance Commissicn and the Vigilance cells in the Government
departments, PSUs and Banks have to act as a focal point in this fight against
corruption. The Vigilance Awareness Week provides an opportunity to rededicate
ourselves to this mission and to devise strategies in priority areas like system
improvements and preventive vigilance. It also provides an opportunity to reach out
to the stakeholders with an open mind and to invite suggestions to chalk out ways
and means to deliver services in a transparent and efficient manner and to devise a
methodology to eliminate corruption from public life. The Commission hopes that
this endeavour would be carried forward with customary enthusiasm and the
Vigilance Awareness Week will take us that one step forward in the effort towards a
transpargnt and efficient administration free of corruption.
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
